programming works best if everyone nearby does it the same way So I 1l continue to argue that my view which I ve recently
taken to calling software liberalism is a perfectly valid and perhaps even preferable way to do a lot of software development
Converting everyone to be more liberal is doomed to fail of course But even so I hope I can still help people in radically
different software cultures to understand each other better I m going to keep ranting because it appears to be the only way
to make a message sink in to a very large audience Some people still tell me that my blog posts are too long They tell me I
could have made my point in under a hundred words I have noticed that this complaint comes most often from people who
disagree with me They re really just saying they want less work to voice their disagreement But even some folks who agree
with me find the posts too long to carry their attention and they complain too They re missing the point though The posts
aren t too long You need a certain minimum heft to penetrate Through years of trial and error I ve found that the best way to
get a lot of people to listen to you is to tell them a story And you can t spin a good yarn without settling in and enjoying the
